Matthew 5:17-37

A few years into my priesthood, I hit a wall. I had taken
on too many commitments: Masses, meetings, minis-
tries, projects. I couldn’t keep up. I was double-booking,
forgetting things, running late, and letting people down.
My boss at the time, a wise priest, and our shared secre-
tary, noticed. For my birthday, the two gave me a stack
of 100 flashcards, each with one word printed in a differ-
ent language: “NO.” It was funny, but also painfully
true. If I couldn’t say no, my yes was in danger.

In this Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus says, “Let your ‘Yes’
mean ‘Yes,” and your ‘No’ mean ‘No.” Anything more is
from the Evil One” (Matthew 5:37). He’s not just giving
advice about polite speech. He’s showing us something
about the freedom of Christian discipleship. The follow-
er of Christ is called to speak clearly, simply, and hon-
estly. There is joy in that kind of freedom.

The Church Fathers often linked this kind of straightfor-
ward truthfulness with spiritual maturity. The devil is the
father of lies, but Jesus is the Word made flesh. When
we hedge, flatter, exaggerate, or avoid, we open space
for the shadows to creep in. That little stack of flashcards
reminded me that God does not want us enslaved to the
expectations of others or to the fear of disappointing
them. He wants us to enjoy the peace of saying yes and
meaning it, and saying no, and meaning it, too.

Lenten Challenge: Practice one moment of honest,
peaceful speech this week. Maybe it’s a sincere “yes” to
something important, or a humble “no” to something you
cannot do. Let it be a quiet step into the freedom Jesus
offers.

The special Jubilee Year of Saint Francis pro-
claimed by Pope Leo XIV takes place from
January 10, 2026 to January 10, 2027, on the
occasion of the 800th anniversary of the death of
Saint Francis of Assisi.

“The Jubilee Year is an opportunity for the faithful
to rekindle their faith, strengthen their relationship
with God and with the community of the Church.”

St. Francis of Assisi, our parish, has been
designated as one of the pilgrimage
site for the archdiocese.

Why do we place ashes on our
forehead each Ash Wednesday?

Ashes are rich in spiritual symbolism. We recall in the
second chapter of Genesis, when the human person is
fashioned “out of the dust of the ground” and receives the
breath of life (Genesis 2:7). In death, a person returns to
the ground from which we came. The ancient Hebrews
used ashes as a sign of repentance, reminding themselves
that God is God and we are not.

As the minister places ashes on our forehead, we hear ei-
ther “remember that you are dust and unto dust you shall
return” or “turn away from sin and be faithful to the Gospel.”
When we receive ashes, we remember our own mortality.
We’re reminded that we have limited time on this earth and
we ought to make the best use of it that we can! People are
in need of love, care, and compassion. We all need to con-
tinually rediscover the love of God. The Gospel invites eve-
ry person in every stage of life to encounter and imitate
Jesus here and now. The forty days of Lent are the perfect
time to assess our own awareness of these realities.

So what are some Lenten ideas?

The Lenten practices center on the 3 traditional pillars of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. During this 40-day period of spiritual reflection and renewal leading to Easter, we are
asked to reflect on how we live out our Baptismal promise to be a follower of

Jesus Christ — to bring light and hope to our world by giving up non-essential things, serving others through charity, and spending more intentional time in prayer and worship.
These practices

encourage spiritual growth and self-discipline, mirroring Jesus time in the desert, helping believers to become more mindful and charitable. Discuss as a family what you might do
together.

Some ideas...

Prayer: Increase time in conversation with God, attend 8:30 morning Mass, pray the Stations of the Cross on Fridays either at 3 or 7 pm. Participate with the parish and pray the
St. Francis prayer before the crucifix every day at 7 pm. Participate in a 6 week discussion group based on the booklet, Living Like St. Francis Today, sign up to host the Travel-
ing Statue of Mary for a week, stop in the chapel for a visit before the blessed Sacrament (our chapel is located under the tower- it's open 24/7).

Fasting: Abstain from certain foods (meat on Fridays, coffee, pop or snacks). Spend less time on social media, gaming and have family game nights.

Almsgiving (Charity): Do acts of generosity, service. Send a card to a family member or friend. Make a meal (cookies, etc.) to share with a neighbor. Fast from Starbucks or
McDonalds and contribute the money to St. Vincent de Paul or purchase food for the local food pantry.
